These messages relate to indirect exports from other member states that exit the EU through Ireland.

There are four messages associated with the Trader at Exit, one to be submitted by the Trader at Exit to Revenue and three to be received by the Trader at Exit from Revenue:

1. Arrival at Exit notification message [IE507]

2. Arrival at Exit Rejection message [IE508]

3. Rejection Notification message [IE521]

4. Exit Release notification [IE525]

Carrier (Trader) At Exit - Content of Messages

2.1
Arrival at Exit [IE507]

This message is sent by the Carrier (Trader) at Exit to Revenue

This message is submitted by the trader at Exit and contains details of the movement and of the Carrier at Exit. 

2.2
Arrival at Exit Rejection [IE508]

This message is sent by Revenue to the Carrier at Exit when the IE507 message is rejected. 

This message issues when the system rejects the actual IE507 message because there is either something wrong or missing from it.  It contains the details from the IE507 in addition to the rejection reason.  

2.3
Arrival at Exit Diversion Rejection Notification [IE521]

This message is sent by Revenue to the Carrier at Exit when the requested ‘diversion’ of the movement is rejected.

This message issues when the IE507 is rejected - possible reasons for rejection include, movement already released or MRN not found.  The message contains the MRN as submitted in the IE507 in addition to the reason as to why the diversion of the movement was rejected.  

2.4
Exit Release Notification [IE525]

This message is sent by Revenue to the Carrier at Exit when all is in order with the IE507 request 

This message issues at least 15 minutes after the submission of the IE507 message. It contains the MRN as submitted in the IE507 plus the exit date of the operation.
