Such a trader must not claim, 
in respect of any calendar month, deferment of payment of an amount in excess of the amount specified in the 
relevant Guarantee.

3.  Traders must indicate on the Excise/VRT Declaration whether payment is to be made by means of the Deferred 
Payment Scheme or otherwise.

4.  Where the limit of the Guarantee is approached additional security may be given by means of a top-up deposit, 
or by replacement of the original guarantee with a new guarantee.
